Parents and Godparents must attend class 
on Baptism in the Catholic Church. Please contact the 
pastor or the office to set up an appointment for this class 
at least a month in advance. At least one parent must be a 
practicing Catholic for their child to be baptized in the 
Catholic Church. Godparents must be at least 16 years of 
age, and at least one must be a practicing Catholic.

Church or full communion with the Catholic tradition through 
the Profession of Faith, reception of Eucharist and 
Confirmation. If you are interested, please call the office. 
 

Sacrament of Marriage 
A couple wishing to marry must contact the priest at least six 
months before the desired wedding date. According to the 
guidelines of our diocese, you should not make absolute plans 
for a specific wedding date until after meeting with the pastor. 
The couple will be required to attend a marriage preparation 
course which will include at least one formal program such as 
an Engaged Encounter weekend of the Sponsor Couple 
Program.
